Discipline Policy
Based on educationally appropriate practices, Advance Preschool, Inc. has designed an approach to disciplinary action that includes positive redirection, continuous behavior modification and parental support.  As we educate our students about the rules of the center, our staff encourages all positive behaviors and discourages all negative actions through verbal redirection only.  It is the firm belief of the Advance Preschool staff that students are in need of consistent discipline policies that encourage respect for others and a respect for authority.  It is our goal to encourage student cooperation while promoting student dignity. There are three main components to this program which will be utilized based on the individual situation and severity of the misbehavior.

1. Verbal redirection - The student is approached when an unacceptable behavior is observed.  The staff member will explain the rules of the Center and identify why these rules are necessary.  Additionally, the student will be encouraged to redirect their behavior into a more positive avenue of activity.

2. Group Separation - If verbal redirection is not sufficient the student will be separated  

from the group until the unacceptable behavior is stopped.  In order to accommodate this, each classroom will have an area that can be used for an individual quiet time experience that will serve to redirect the student’s attention until they can reenter the group as a constructive participant.  The staff member involved will ensure that the student realizes that separation is a direct result of the unacceptable behaviors that have been observed and this separation has no effect on our concern for him as a student.  These separations will be in areas that are able to be monitored by the appropriate staff to ensure that the student is not left unsupervised.  Finally, this separation will not exceed 1 minute for every year of the child's’age (i.e. 3 minutes for 3 year olds, 4 minutes for 4 year old, etc.).

3. Conferences – A final measure that can be utilized when an unacceptable behavior continues will be a parent/ teacher conference.  At the time when a student’s behavior continues to be unacceptable, the director of Advance Preschool, Inc. will contact the parents to schedule a conference.  It will be the goal of this meeting to determine a cooperative plan of action for behavior modification.  At this meeting it will be imperative to determine alternative measures to encourage the student’s cooperation.  Also, this conference can also serve as an introduction into the possibility of alternative education. It is the intent of Advance Preschool, Inc. to provide each student an education that corresponds to their individual learning style.  Therefore, this conference will also serve to determine if the current program is not meeting the individual’s needs.

Referral and Termination Policy - If it is determined that for any reason a student’s     needs are not being met through the centers established discipline policy, the parents

will be notified that Advance Preschool, Inc. will no longer be able to service the family.  This notice will be given two weeks in advance of the actual discharge date of the student.  At the time of notice, the parents or guardian will be provided a list of alternate daycare facilities in the area that can provide care for the child.  

At all times, the Advance Preschool, Inc. staff will abide by these policies It is the sentiment of the staff that no other forms of corrective discipline (including corporal punishment) will be accepted.

It is our goal at Advance Preschool, Inc. to provide each student with a structured, loving, learning environment.  To do this, you, as parents will be required to participate in the following ways:

1. The parent will agree to support and participate in disciplinary conferences or

programs developed by the center staff.

2. The parent will actively participate in developing effective discipline policies 

for each child.
